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ATOMIUM

The Atomium is the symbol par excellence of Brussels and Belgium, a unique monument,

witness of the Universal Exhibition of 1958. 

The Atomium is today one of the most famous attractions of the European Capital. 

A bit of history: 

Built for the 1958 Universal Exhibition, the Atomium was not meant to last more than 6

months, but its popularity and success made it an important element of the Brussels

landscape. 

With a height of 102 m, its 2,400-tonne steel structure contains 9 spheres joined

together and clad in aluminium. It represents the 9 atoms of the iron crystal, a

reference to the sciences - an important theme of Expo 58 - and to the uses of the

atom which were in full swing at the time.

Parc du Cinquantenaire

The park is made up of a large complex of gardens filled with

monuments and museums. It is notable for its triumphal arch

made up of three arches. The park hosts numerous activities

throughout the year: events, celebrations, firework displays,

sporting events, concerts, etc. 

This landmark was built in 1880 to mark the 50th anniversary of

Belgian independence. Its wide avenues lead to the Temple of

Human Passions, designed by Victor Horta, the Royal Museum of

the Armed Forces and Military History, the Royal Museum of Art

and History and Autoworld. At the top of the three triumphal

arches is a carriage and a breathtaking view of Brussels.

JEANNEKE PIS

Jeanneke Pis is a statue and fountain located near the Grand

Place. It is the female counterpart of the Manneken Pis, the

symbol of the city, being located approximately the same

distance from the Grand Place as the Manneken Pis, but on

the other side. These two monuments are considered

siblings.

 

The statue was sculpted by Denis-Adrien Debouvrie in 1985 and

unveiled in 1987. About 50 cm high and carved in bluish-grey

limestone, it depicts a girl with her hair in pigtails,

urinating in a squatting position, apparently very calm and

mocking.

porte de hal

The Hal Gate, in the Royal Museums of Art and History, is a monument more than 600

years old, which is the most outstanding testimony of the Middle Ages in Brussels. 

The last remnant of the second wall of Brussels, the Hal Gate now houses a

magnificent collection of works of art and many teaching aids, highlighting its

history and that of the Brussels fortifications.

 

The neo-Gothic façade and the high ceilings added by the architect Henry Beyaert in

the 19th century have not put an end to the splendour of the medieval rooms inside

the building. 

At the top of the tower, from the crenellated walkway, you can enjoy spectacular

views of Brussels and its region.

european parliament

Brussels is home to the main offices of the Members of the

European Parliament. Visiting the chamber is an excellent way to

enter the exciting atmosphere of the world's largest

transnational parliament and learn about its powers and role. 

Both interactive guides and members of the team of speakers,

along with a question and answer session, will explain how

this centre of European democracy works, what its powers are

and what historic votes have taken place within its walls. And

if you're in the right place at the right time, you can also

follow a plenary session from the visitors' gallery.

LaeKEN

Located on the Verte Promenade, Laeken Park is part of a vast

landscape complex that includes the Royal Domain and

several surrounding parks in the north of Brussels

(Osseghem, Jardins du Fleuriste, Sobieski, Colonial, etc.).

The site features a French-style landscape (one of the few

examples in Belgium), with wide avenues, winding paths,

extensive lawns, flower beds, groves and laurels. When the

sun rises, the arrangement of the trees creates a scenery and

a play of light and shadow. The highlight is the Dynasty

Monument (photo), which can be accessed through two

winding alleys.

BOIS DE LA CAMBRE

At the end of Avenue Louise is the Bois de la Cambre. This

English-style park with the appearance of a forest owes its

name to the nearby Cambre Abbey. It is a unique jewel of

Brussels' heritage, with nothing to envy to New York's

iconic “Central Park”.

The Bois de la Cambre is a branch of the Soignes forest. It

covers an area of 123 hectares. In 2004, the forest was

declared a special conservation area by Natura 2000. More

than 80 trees are included in the inventory of remarkable

trees of the Brussels-Capital Region.

Belgium has a lot of history in these cities,

some smaller than others, but no less

charming - you can't leave without visiting

them!

bruges

CWhen one thinks of Belgium, one often thinks of Bruges. Canals wind

through the city like a string of pearls, giving rise to its well-deserved

nickname of ‘the Venice of the North’. With cobbled streets, brick

arches, stone churches and picturesque bridges, it's almost impossible

to take a bad photo. Add swans on the water, horse-drawn carriages

in the streets and daffodils in the park, and the result is almost

magical.

 

Bruges, a UNESCO World Heritage Site, has the best-preserved example

of a medieval city centre, dominated by the bell tower in its main

square. As the centre is closed to cars, all the stunning beauty and

culture of this unforgettable city can be easily explored on foot or by

taking a boat trip along the tranquil canals, a must-see.

ghent

The hidden Flemish jewel boasts an opera house, a handful of museums, the oldest

churches and many bridges over the two rivers that run through the city. The real

joy of Ghent is to be found in spending an afternoon in an open-air bar. Whether

sipping a coffee in winter or sitting in the sun in spring with a Belgian beer, you'll

mingle with the locals and enjoy the good atmosphere this city has to offer. If

possible, find a seat at Graslei, a picturesque spot on the canal in the centre, with

an excellent view of bridges, houses and medieval buildings. 

Hop on a bike and explore the nearby Patershol quarter, a small maze of charming

cobbled streets, the imposing Gravensteen Castle (Castle of the Counts) and the

UNESCO-recognised bell tower. The relaxed atmosphere invites you to enjoy the

vibrant night-time illumination of a university town and sip cava at the flower

market the following Sunday morning.

antwerp

Antwerp, an important cultural centre in the early 17th century, has

always been one of the most important trading cities in Northern

Europe. Today it is the second most populous city in Belgium after

Brussels.

Antwerp is one of the most important ports in Europe thanks to the

Scheldt (Scheldt) river, whose depth allows the navigation of deep-

draught merchant ships.

Antwerp is also world famous for its production of rough diamonds,

approximately 85% of the world's production. The 35,000 people

working in this sector make Antwerp known as the ‘Diamond Capital

of the World’.

NAMUR

You cannot miss a visit to the highlight of the city, the Citadel. From the

top of this spur, protected by one of the largest fortresses in Europe,

you will be able to contemplate the most important attractions of your

visit.

Return to the historic centre to discover some architectural treasures:

the Saint-Aubain cathedral, the theatre, the belfry... Don't forget to

bring your camera, you will take many pictures for your collection.

The Chip was born in Namur. And yes, this city on the banks of the Meuse

was, in the 18th century, fond of fried morralla, a small fish fished by the

Namurians. Unfortunately, during a very cold winter, the river froze and

prevented fishing. It was then that the Namurians decided to cut pieces of

potato into the shape of fish and fry them. These Namurians are very

clever!

Dinant, a real picture-postcard town, offers a charming

image when, on the banks of the Meuse, you look up at the

Citadel and the dome of the Collegiate Church bell tower,

with its row of houses and shops. If you want to enjoy

the view, don't hesitate to take the cable car to the

Citadel.

The city is also internationally famous thanks to one of its

sons: Adolphe Sax! The famous inventor of the saxophone

was born in Dinant, which has dedicated a museum to him in

his birthplace. Several statues pay tribute to the brilliant

inventor. Other museums, such as the Maison de la

Pataphonie, complete the cultural visits to the town.

Brasserie Ommegang is an iconic restaurant that

captures the essence of Belgian cuisine, and its

signature dish, the Carbonnade Flamande, is a culinary

gem. 

This traditional stew is made with tender chunks of beef

simmered in a rich sauce of dark beer, usually a Belgian

ale, giving it a deep, robust flavour. The meat is

combined with caramelised onions, mustard and a touch

of spice, striking the perfect balance between sweet and

savoury. At Ommegang, the Carbonnade is served with

crispy fries, offering a comforting and authentic taste

experience that honours the restaurant's Belgian roots.

fritland

What is it about ‘les frites belges’ that makes them unique? It's all in the way

they are made, and in this process, the Belgians are the masters without a

doubt. Authentic Belgian fries are made from a variety of potato known as

Bintjes. 

The trick to their incomparable taste lies in the choice of fat or oil used and

the double frying process, which gives them their characteristic golden

brown and crispy appearance.

Of all the French fry stalls in Brussels, we recommend ‘Fritland’. In an

exceptional location (Stock Exchange building), you can enjoy some of

the best fries you'll find anywhere in the city, a delicacy not to be

missed!

A year after its opening, the Delirium Café would win the Guinness Book of

Records with its more than 2,000 varieties of beer, a figure that today it has

far exceeded, as it currently has more than 3,000 types of beer on its menu.

from all over the world. A dream place for beer lovers, where they can sample

everything from Trappist beers, the famous Belgian abbey beers, to sweet or

fruity beers such as Pêcheresse or Kriek. Even for those who dare to experiment

with different tastes, there are beers flavoured with chocolate, spices, pepper

or flavoured with the famous Speculoos biscuits.

All this in a multi-storey setting, along the alley and inside, 8 bars where beer

is the undisputed protagonist, with a decoration that uses souvenirs, old

advertising posters, trays, glasses... hundreds of beer-related elements. The

place has an atmosphere every day of the year until well into the early hours

of the morning. It is the best brewery in Brussels and a must for every visitor

to Brussels.da obligatoria para todas las personas que visitan Bruselas.

brussels waffles-maison dandoy

Belgian waffles, or Brussels waffles, are made with yeast dough. They are

usually, but not always, lighter, thicker and crispier and have larger holes

than other waffle varieties. They are easy to distinguish from Liège waffles

because of their rectangular shape. 

Maison Dandoy

In 1829, Jean-Baptiste opened his first shop in rue du Marché-aux-Herbes.

Thirty years later he moved to Le Beurre, where he taught his son Philippe

the trade. This is where the Dandoy dynasty would flourish. 150 years later,

butter and sugar are still making law under the gaze of the laughing Saint

Nicolas.

neuhaus

His grandfather founded his own pharmacy in 1857 in the Galerie de la

Reine, a section of the Galeries Royales Saint-Hubert. He originally sold

pharmaceutical sweets: cough drops, liquorice to cure stomach ache, etc. 

In 1912, his grandson Jean Neuhaus Jr had the idea of disguising the

unpleasant taste of the medicine by adding a thin layer of chocolate, and

so praline, the first chocolate with a smooth filling, was invented.

Jean Neuhaus Jr's wife, Louise Agostini, created a sophisticated box to

tastefully display delicate chocolates, showing them off like little

jewels. This box, known as a ‘bolatina’, was to become the ultimate gift.

In the hearts of Belgians, the box of chocolates remains an exceptional

gift and, for many of us, it is still as good a gift to give as it is to

receive.

Chocolate lovers can book a tasting session at the Marcolini shop in

Antwerp and, for an affordable price, can sample two creations,

perhaps with a cup of hot chocolate, coffee or tea, while listening to

a short talk about chocolates and the Marcolini chocolate company.

Laurent Gerbaud is a traditional chocolatier who has been married to

chocolate, fruits and spices for 11 years. During an extended stay in

China, he discovered the rich reign of Asian flavours and smells and

began to cover delicious kumquats (small candied oranges) with bitter

chocolate, an unexpected delicacy. Back in Belgium, he continued to

passionately create delicious combinations. The ingredients that make up

each of his creations are selected from the best of their kind and each

delicacy is handmade. 

The Laurent Gerbaud logo features a red seal with the word ‘chocolate’

in Chinese. These creations are presented in sophisticated packaging that

visually enhances each product and turns them into irresistible

temptations: precious gifts or a wonderful personal treat.
